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Introduction: Health Utilities (HU) measure health status based on patient preferences. They are used in health care research such as in economic evaluations. HU have not been previously published for Myasthenia Gravis (MG).  Objectives: To describe HU for different MG populations, using the EQ5D and SF6D. Methods: 249 patients completed disease-specific and generic measures, including the EQ5D and SF-6D. Mean HU were calculated for each MGFA class. Results: Using the EQ5D, mean HU were: Remission: 0.98± 0.06, MM: 0.94± 0.08, I: 0.88±1.0, II:0.78±0.16, III: 0.64±0.2 and IV: 0.6± 0.22. Values were lower for the SF-6D: Remission: 0.83±0.07, MM: 0.86± 0.14, I: 0.82±0.14, II:0.67±0.12, III:0.56±0.11 and IV: 0.50±0.10. HU values were correlated with the MGII score (r=-0.63 p<0.001), PROMIS-fatigue (r=-0.63, p<0.001) and the MG-QOL15 (r=-0.74 p<0.001). Summary: This is the first HU valuation study in patients with MG. These values can be used in future cost-utility studies in MG.
